The center position, left open by
"Art" Turner’s graduation, is still a
problem, Harold Mills has been shifted
from the backfield to the key position
for the time being.

In the backfield the opposing
teams will meet triple trouble from
Captain Pratt, "Pete" Giacapuzzi, and
"Hank" Giguere, the fellow who for the
last two seasons has given the stands a
thrill with his pass interceptions, is
back and "rarin’ to go." "Pete" Giac­
apuzzi, a speedy shifty back, completes
the "Terrific Three," and he’s all set
to smash the gates of "Touchdown Town"
for more than one touchdown. The other
backfield position is another weighty
problem that Coach Aaron has to solve.
It will probably be filled by Ernest
Hale. These four should really click
and go places once they actually saving
into action.
