Miss Eunice Avery, a regular vis­
itor to Shelburne Fails for several
years, spoke Monday night, April
in the Baptist Church vestry. Her
subject was "The Vorld in War Time."

4io pointed out in her speech that
this w. r is not fought on a flat map
of the world, which you find in most
books, but a global map. On this lat­
ter map the half-way mark between Cal­
ifornia and Japan is not Midway.but
Howland, a small island below Midway.

The world today is so integrated
on a global map that a person is able
to go anywhere in the world in a few
hours and hear anyone speak half-way
around the world in a few minutes.

Most of her talk centered on four
countries of Europe, Spain, Itlay, the
Netherlands, and Norway and their pos­
ition in the war.

Spain is a neutral country gov­
erned by Franko. B:ith the Allies and
the Nazia want Spain to stay neutral
because she is an advantage to both
sides. Italy is divided; her peasants
hate Hitler but cannot oppose their
stronger loaders, the anti-Mazis or
they will be abolished. The Nether­
lands are under German rule but they
will not leave their beloved land, nor
will they turn against their queen
whom the Nazis ridicule and mock. Nor­
way has been taken by the Germans also
but not one faithful Norwiegen will
c:operate with their captors. Even
the school teachers, when asked by the
Germans to teach the Gestapo rule to
the children, disobey and teach only
the pledge of the Norwiegensi

Miss Avery is a remarkable speak­
er, well-informed about everything.
She has spoken all over the United
States about her tours around the
world. Her speech Monday night was
dotted with humorous incidents which
had happened in these countries. A
bit of advice that she gave to us and
I pass it on to you------------ "Keep your
temper, no one else wants it." Also
"The one who laughs last lasts."
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
